Summary of  Main Terms contained in the Articles of Association
Name
The Name of the Club will be Old Colfeians’ Rugby Football Club Limited

Objectives
The objectives will mirror those contained in the current constitution including the Young Colfeians’ Rugby Football Club which are principally “to promote amateur rugby within the Club; uphold the traditional ethos and spirit of amateur rugby, while competing at the highest level and encourage young people, both girls and boys, to participate actively in rugby, learning new skills and improving their fitness; and to do so in a safe and supportive environment;” Other objectives included are those that are vital to meet the requirements necessary to remain a Community Sports Club.

Liability
All members will transfer to the new limited liability company and in the event of a winding up or insolvency liability will be limited to £1 per member.
Directors
Directors of the new limited company will initially be the current President, Chairman, Treasurer and Secretary. As is normal these will stand for election at the next Annual General Meeting and there will be proposals to add two additional elected directors. However, powers will be delegated to existing committees to run the Club as it is to-day.
Membership
Everybody who is currently a member of the Club will transfer automatically to the Old Colfeians’ Rugby Football Club Limited.

Each member who is over 18 and has paid the relevant membership subscription will be entitled to a vote.
